As we journey as followers of St. Louis Marie de Montfort, I would like to share with you the
life of Montfort in his early days at RENNES

- 1685-1692: as a student at Thomas Becket School;

- October 1760 after the pilgrimage to Mount St. Michael;

- * meal with his parents (the finest plate for the poor);

- * the sermon to the nuns of Calvary;

- * the sermon to the senior seminary: it was highly valued by Fr. Esnouf

who wants to keep him.

- Year 1714: Montfort meets Mr. 'Orville and the Morquis de Magnanne;

- The rosary in the " high street " (street of St. Malo)

- The Letter to the Friends of the Cross;

- He says goodbye to Mr. d'Orville: T wish you lots of crosses. ( cf.Le Crom 319, 339-340)

A few facts

He gives his clothes to a poor man (cf. Lecrom 24) : This is my brother and yours; I made
a collection in my class and this is all I have. If it is not enough, it is up to you to supplement it."

He kisses a poor idiot (cf. Lecrom 30).

He visits the churches in Rennes and spends a long time praying to the famous

images of the Virgin:

Our Lady of Miracles and Virtues at St. Saviour's, Our Lady of Peace at the Carmel,

Our Lady of Good News at the house of the Dominicans.

It must be pointed out that at one point his parents moved to Rennes.

Rennes was the intellectual capital of Brittany in the seventeenth century. It has an educational
establishment in full prosperity: Thomas Becket Secondary School run by the Jesuits. This school
welcomed young people from Upper and Lower Brittany. Its rolls numbered from two to three

thousand.



Young Louis-Marie was eleven years old when he entered Thomas Becket school. He boarded
at the house of his uncle, Alain Robert, a priest from the parish of Holy Saviour. The school does not
exist any longer, a state secondary school has taken its place. However, the cloisters and the chapel
are still there, and the chapel is the present church of All Saints.

The vocation of St. Louis began from his childhood, it had been nurtured slowly day by day.
Through self-deny and humility, from his good family, his willingness to help the poor and needy were
always in his heart and mind.

There are many more historical of St. Louis Marie de Montfort during his time. His devotion
to Our Lady and Love of the Cross was symbolic which can be an example in our daily living.
We can begin our small mission as he did, denying himself and preaching the Good News to all. What
are we doing now? I encourage all of you to practice St. Louis's heritage he had given to us. Just begin

today in a concrete way for the prosperous of M.A.

Dear Thai Montfortian Associates,

Last April 2023, a group of Thai Brothers, Superiors and Directors, had a
pilgrimage to Rome, Loreto and France in the footsteps of Montfort. Apart
from our routine program, we were structed to know about the tragic death of
Fr. Olivier Maire, the Provincial Superior of the French SMM., at St. Laurent
sur Svre, on 9 August 2021.

He and his religious community had been offering shelter since the end of
May to a 40-year-old Rwandan immigrant who had been refused political asylum and is a suspect in
the arson attack on the Cathedral of Nantes in June 2020. On Monday, the man turned himself in to

police, confessing to the murder of Fr. Maire.

French President Emmanuel Macron took to Twitter to pay tribute to the slain priest. He wrote that

Fr. Maire’s “generosity and love for others were reflected in his facial features.”

Personally, I recall how he was so kind, as an archivist and Assistant General, to show us the
manuscript of Montfort’s “The Love of Eternal Wisdom” to a group of Thai Brothers visiting SMM
Generalate on 20™ April 2009.

I consider Fr. Olivier Maire as one of the latest followers of St. Montfort in showing charity and
kindness to everyone in need, even at the expense of his own life. How Montfort himself cried: “Open
to Jesus Christ” at Dinan, or in his letter to Marie Louis (L.27) wrote: “If you don’t take risk for God,

you won’t give (him) anything worthwhile.”

The Followers of Montfort and the Close Relationship with the Holy Spirit
We are now in what we call “The Ordinary Time” of the liturgical year, i.e., the period between the
Pentecost Sunday and the Advent Sunday. Another similar period is from the Feast of Baptism to
Tuesday before Ash Wednesday. The colour proper is green; it is the theological virtue of ‘Hope’.
Since we have just celebrated the feast of Pentecost, the descent of the Holy Spirit on the apostles in

the company of Mother Mary, it is fitting we ponder a little on the role of the Holy Spirit in our lives.

As members of Montfortian family, we should first realize that the first name given to first community
of followers of Montfort (Fr. Mulot, Broters Mathurin, Nicholas, John, and James) is “The Community
of the Holy Spirit”. Later on Montfort changed to the Company of Mary, following the model of Saint
Ignatius, who named the community “The Company of Jesus, the Jesuits”. Of course, Montfort added

‘Mary’ because of his great devotion to the Mother of God.

Whether we, the Montfortians, are truly led by the Holy Spirit, we can measure ourselves by its fruit.

St. Paul in his epistle to the Galatians (Gal: 22-26) says:

By contrast, the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness,
gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against such things. And those who belong to Christ
Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live by the Spirit, let us also
be guided by the Spirit. Let us not become conceited, competing against one another, envying

one another.

Let us reflect further if we are close to our Founder, who had a great devotion to the Holy Spirit.

If we live by the Spirit of Jesus, its fruits should be visible in our lives. We shall see this one by one.

Love. It should be unconditional love and unconditional giving. If we do good, expecting to get

something back, we can be disappointed.
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Joy. St. Paul, quoting Jesus’ words, says “It is more blessed to give than to receive.” (Acts 20: 32-35)

We extend our hands to give and not to get.

Peace. Be open-minded. Accept and appreciate differences. Pray for peace in self and in people

around us.

Patience. Be slow to judge. Learn to put up with things that do not go our ways. And accept ourselves

as we grow old everyday.

Kindness. Every body loves kind-hearted persons. Be generous in your resources, your time, and your

attitude.

Goodness. Do good and evil the evil. The age-old ethical behavior works any time in any society,
staring with our own family. Keep on doing good in spite of time of hardships and temptations. God’s

grace is sufficient for us

Faithfulness. Fidelity in marriage, loyalty to employers, keeping promises (vows), etc., are noble
virtues. Strengthen your will power by being faithful in small things; when big challenges come,

Wwe can win over.

Gentleness. A gentleman/ woman is gentle in thoughts, words, and actions. Do not judge anyone

because of her/ his outward appearances, conduct or belief. Be positive in your outlook.

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Figure of Mary in the Basilica of St. Louis
de Montfort is Roman Catholic basilica at

Saint-Laurent-sur-Sevre, France.

About Saint Laurent sur Sevres:

This town is best known as the final place
that Saint Louis de Montfort preached and
remains very small; as you might expect, the
Basilica of Saint Louis Marie de Montfort is
the main attraction. Although begun in
1889, it was not actually completed until
1949. Saint Louis de Montfort and Blessed
Marie Louis of Jesus are in crypts next to
each other. Pope John Paul II visited here in
1996 and prayed at both the tomb of St.
Louis de Montfort and Blessed Marie Louis
Trichet. There are daily Masses—some in the
Basilica and others in the chapel, depending

upon the time of the year.

Down the street, about one block, is the
oratory where you can see the room where
St. Louis de Montfort died. There is a glass
reliquary with a wax figure of the saint
holding the crucifix given to him by Pope
Clement XI when he sent him on his

mission.
